The school became an Academy in September 2009 and we have a strong focus on making every child matter. It is an exciting time to join the Academy as we moved into a new building in July 2012 and in September 2014 a new Head Teacher and Senior Leadership Team were appointed. The department currently consists of eight full-time and one part – time teaching members of staff and a curriculum assistant. Curriculum 

The curriculum is designed to meet the needs of the full ability range and to develop confidence and an enjoyment of Mathematics. The department recognises the importance of variety in teaching approaches and materials.

At Key Stages 3 & 4 students are set according to their ability, these groupings are reviewed regularly and movement between groups occurs in order to meet the needs of individuals. Classes have excellent student/teacher ratios and TA support.
The courses are divided into Modules, with an assessment taking place at the end of each module.

KEY STAGE 3

In Years 7 & 8 the Maths Connect Series are the main resource used along with ‘in house’ resources.  Numeracy lessons form an important part of the courses.

In Year 9 the Mymaths textbooks are the main teaching resource.
KEY STAGE 4

Students follow the AQA specification. The new GCSE Maths 1-9 textbooks from Elmwood Press are used as the main teaching resource.

KEY STAGE 5

Edexcel AS and A2 Mathematics and Further Maths are currently offered.  Heinemann Modular Maths textbooks are used for these courses.  
Resources

All staff and KS4/5 pupils have iPads to enhance learning as well as each classroom having an interactive whiteboard, desktop and apple TV.  Teachers are also provided with a laptop.

The department also has 30 chromebooks and 10 iPads for student use. We have a subscription with Mathswatch and Timestable Rockstars.

We enter students for the UKMT Maths challenge organised by Leeds University.  We also organise Maths puzzle/activity days at various points in the year.
