records.

e Support literacy and numeracy activities both in the classroom and through targeted
intervention.

e Supportand uphold the Academy’s safeguarding practices.

e Contribute to the management of student behaviour by promoting Academy policies
with regard to their behaviour; support the implementation of strategies to manage
student behaviour.

e Totake partin after school meetings and CPD sessions, as required.
e Review ‘Learner Support Plans’ every term.

e Lead after school enrichment sessions when required for those students who
require catch-up.

e Any other duties deemed appropriate to the grade and workload as requested by the
Governors/Trust/Headteacher (or Deputy Headteachers, in the absence of the
Headteacher)

e To participate in Academy’s Performance Management cycle.

e Such other duties as may be appropriate to achieve the objectives of the post to
assist the leadership team in the fulfilment of its objectives commensurate with the
post holder's salary.
