Job Description –  Teaching Assistant for Key Stage 1
1. To contribute to the provision of a safe, secure, welcoming environment where children are happy, confident and learning.
2. To support groups of children during breakfast club and through the extended school day.

3. To lead breakfast club and extended school day provision as directed.
4. To have high expectations of all children, to encourage each child to feel valued and to have a positive self image; to enable the children to become active, independent learners; to encourage the children to grow in all areas of development and to have access to a broad balanced curriculum.

5. To share responsibility for planning, implementing and evaluating programmes of work and activities for a group or individual children. To foster in particular children’s independence, self-reliance and language development by offering appropriate levels of support and interaction.
6. To participate in planning meetings with the Key Stage 1 team.
7. To share responsibility for the provision of a safe, clean, tidy, attractive environment for the children – to include the classroom, outside area, hall, toilets and communal areas. To share responsibility for the maintenance and tidiness of resources and equipment.
8. To carry out observations of children and to contribute to their records.

9. To contribute to liaison with external agencies e.g. speech therapists.

10. To constantly re-appraise professional performance and to participate in professional development.
11. To work within the framework of school policies, particularly those relating to equality of opportunity and health and safety.

12. To take responsibility as required for any activity under the authority and direction of the headteacher – e.g. visits, group work, parents’ groups, maintaining a register, providing cover.
13. To support children whilst eating and playing at lunchtime.
