The Science Department

Science is thriving here at Freman College. The department currently consists of two chemists, two physicists and five biologists several of whom also have high levels of expertise in Chemistry and Physics. We are supported by two very able technicians.

Standards of achievement are very high with impressive levels of attainment in both separate and Core and Additional Science as well as significantly positive value added at GCSE for the last three years.  Our latest GCSE results place us in the top 15% of schools nationally for progress in science.  Results at A level in all science subjects are also very strong.

The department is well resourced with eight modern laboratories, each with their own computer and data projector.  Each teacher has their own lab.  We have a comprehensive range of modern data-logging equipment, three interactive whiteboards, two brand new trollies of notebook computers and a network video recording and delivery system. 

The department has a spacious Prep Room where the department can all meet.  This creates a cohesive and friendly science department with colleagues working together very effectively within and across the three science subjects.

The Department has excellent links with the East of England Science Learning Centre, the ASE, Setpoint, GSK and the Cambridge PGCE course.

The curriculum

Students arrive in Year 9 having completed Key Stage 3 by the end of Year 8 in our partner middle schools.  This gives us the opportunity to deliver GCSE courses over three years.  Students in Year 9 have six science lessons per 10 day cycle.

In Years 10 and 11 Separate Science students receive 12 hours teaching per fortnight and 10 hours per fortnight is allocated to the Combined Science course.  Well over half of our students take Separate Science.
The sciences are very popular in the Sixth Form.  We have good sized A Level groups in all three sciences and also Psychology and there are always a significant number of students each year who go on to study the sciences at university.  
The post

One of the great benefits of teaching in an upper school is that our timetable is made up entirely of A Level and GCSE classes, as we do not have Year 7 and 8 students. We are looking for a colleague with vision, enthusiasm and a passion for teaching their subject to inspire our students and to maintain the high standards achieved by the department.

Ideally we hope to appoint a Physicist but we have sufficient flexibility in our existing staffing that we could alternatively appoint a Chemist or Biologist and ensure that they would have plenty of specialist teaching in their subject.  Our priority is to appoint the highest quality practitioner to join our excellent science department.
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
