DEPARTMENT STRUCTURE TEACHING AND ETHOS

The Design & Technology department is an integral part of the school structure giving students the opportunity to become creative designers and makers.

Throughout KS3 students receive 3 hours per fortnight, across three disciplines in KS3 and have 5 hours per fortnight in their chosen KS4 Technology option.  The department currently comprises of 1 full time specialist technology teacher, 2 part time teachers, one resistant materials/ graphics technician and one food technician.  Each teacher is expected to teach across all disciplines in KS3, their specialist subject in KS4 and potentially some KS3 Art lessons.

The school adopts the carousel system in which students rotate each term throughout all disciplines in year seven, eight and again in year nine.  The disciplines for KS3 include a creative induction unit which aims to teach the students the fundamentals of good design, Food Technology, Graphics, Resistant Materials and we are trying to also introduce textiles.  In KS4 the options for GCSE are AQA Design and technology (covers RM, Graphics, Systems and Textiles) and AQA Food Preparation and Nutrition. 
Design and Technology is a very popular subject within the school, with many students opting to take GCSE Technology in one of the two disciplines.
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
