The Geography Department at Enfield Grammar School aims to make all boys interested in the physical
and human world and how it is constantly changing around them. We encourage boys’ interest in both
their surroundings and far-away places and try to make their Geography lessons both rigorous and
enjoyable.

Geography is very popular at KS4, with many students opting to study the subject. We currently prepare
boys in Years 10 and 11 for the AQA GCSE for Geography. A Level is also popular where we study the AQA
Specification. At Key Stage 3 we have a well-resourced and recently revised curriculum but there remains
plenty of opportunity for teachers to add their own experiences and interests within the framework of
the SoW.

Boys at Enfield Grammar School respond very positively to the subject and are keen to participate in the
fieldtrips we provide. Currently there are a mix of residential and day-trips running for Year 8, 10, 11, 12
and 13.
