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ICT/Computer Science Teacher
The Department
The Information and Communication Technology department consists of a Head of Department, and three further teachers that share a range of responsibilities at department level. All teachers of ICT and computing contribute to the planning and assessment of the subject across the age and ability range.

There are presently 4 main ICT, suites dedicated to the department within the main site and an ever expanding range of further suites across the school site. The school has a sixth Form that also offers a state of the art sixth form building with a specialist suite of computers as well as numerous other apple and PC suites throughout the building. 
The school recently redeveloped its ICT facilities at both server and workstation level.  All of the ICT suites have interactive whiteboards.  The school currently runs a Windows 10/Server 2019 network with an Apple Mac integration. The ICT facilities are supported by at present three support staff. 
At Key Stage 4 we deliver BTEC Digital Information Technology and GCSE Computer Science (Edexcel board).  Both subjects have a high level of uptake with many students taking both subjects. Results for both subjects are good.

At Key stage 5 the department at present runs Cambridge Technical Extended Certificate in IT (OCR).  
There are well established schemes that are regularly reviewed to best meet the needs of our students.  At Key Stage 3 ICT is compulsory for all students and we deliver a SOW which introduces and engages pupils in both elements of computing and ICT. 
There is a large Computer Science and ICT club running and there will be the opportunity to develop STEM projects and e-sports in the next year.
