Purpose of the Job  

To clean a designated area of the school, as directed by the Cleaning Supervisor in accordance with the 
practices and procedures of the school.  
 

Responsibilities 

• To clean a designated area of the school to the standard laid down by the school. Cleaning tasks to 

include vacuuming, mopping, buffing, washing surfaces, removing graffiti and chewing gum and 

cleaning toilet areas 

• General cleaning tasks as required 

• To provide relief cover during times of staff absence 

• To replenish sanitary materials (toilet paper, paper towels and soap) 

• To periodically clean the store rooms in the designated areas 

• To ensure the cleaning equipment is kept in clean and working order 

• Deep cleans during school closures 

• To report any issues and concerns to the Cleaning Supervisor 

• To be fully aware of, and comply with, all departmental instructions and procedures relating to Health 

and Safety at Work and to recognise the responsibilities required under the Health and Safety at Work 

Act 1974 

• To be fully aware and to comply with the instructions under the Control of Substances Hazardous to 

Health (C.O.S.H.H.) 

• Undertake other similar duties and activities that fall within the grade and scope of the post as directed 
by the Headteacher or Senior Leadership Team
