After | return the learners to the cafeteria to be picked
up, | head back to my learning area to collaborate on some planning, complete some marking
and check my emails. | am looking forward to the forthcoming Year 8 Service Learning trip to
Indonesia and will pop in to the nearby shops on the way home to get some waterproof
clothing to get ready for the trip.
