MATHEMATICS FACULTY 
The Team

The team consists of 12 members of staff who place a strong emphasis on sharing strategies, resources and ideas.  We are a thriving and innovative team and we work effectively together in all aspects of Faculty development, with colleagues meeting regularly to plan and support where necessary.  All members of staff work extremely hard to ensure that all students, regardless of ability, achieve their potential.   All staff have the opportunity to be involved in a wide range of enrichment activities, which include lunch time clubs, KS4 and KS5 revision sessions and visits, for example to Bletchley Park and Burton Albion.
Resources and Accommodation

The Mathematics Faculty is housed in its own teaching area, consisting of ten classrooms and a staff work area.  All teaching rooms have a projector and either a laptop or a desktop computer.  The Faculty is linked to the Academy network, with programmes of study being easily accessed from the shared area.  Five rooms have interactive whiteboards. The Faculty has an abundance of practical resources including graphical calculators, mini whiteboards, loop cards and readymade Tarsia jigsaws. Throughout all year groups, a variety of teaching styles is encouraged, including collaborative, practical and problem solving activities. A strong emphasis is placed on the three-part lesson and accelerated learning.
The Curriculum

At KS3 and KS4 children learn in ability groups. Each KS3 group has eight one-hour lessons per fortnight; KS4 groups have ten lessons per fortnight.  In years 12 and 13, students receive five one-hour lessons per week, with the fast track group benefiting from 7 hours per week.  The Mathematics Faculty works closely with the Learning Support Faculty to support the lowest ability groups.
Key Stage 3

All schemes of learning are based on the Edexcel 2-3 year GCSE, where a variety of resources is used.  The programmes of study develop students’ thinking skills, functionality and problem solving skills.  
Intervention is widely used at both Key Stages with two specialised Maths teachers working closely with the Faculty in order to support intervention outside the classroom, such as catch-up sessions during the school day. 
Key Stage 4

In 2017, year 11 gained the best GCSE Maths results ever for The Pingle Academy, achieving in line with, or above national averages. 
Additional resources are currently being written into the scheme of learning, which include loop cards, jigsaws, problem-solving activities and plenaries focusing on past paper questions, Just Maths and Maths Box.  We regularly assess progress and intervene where necessary, initially at class level.  
For our HPA students we currently offer a ‘lesson 6’ to support their ambition in achieving a Grade 7 and above.

The Faculty regularly hosts Edexcel/Pearson hub meetings, which gives us a great opportunity to receive and share information on the Edexcel exams.
Key Stage 5

Post 16 students work to the AQA specification for A Level in both Mathematics and Edexcel for Further Mathematics.  
We are extremely proud of our ‘A’ level students, some of whom have gone on to study at Oxford, Durham, Nottingham and other universities.
