The number of children in care in Surrey 
continues to hover around 900 children. We 
continue to have to place 40% of those in 
foster care outside of Surrey because we 
haven't got enough foster carers.  
 
We need foster carers for children of all 
ages, from birth to 18, for supported lodgings 
carers for young people aged 16-21, and 
Short Breaks carers for children with 
disabilities.  Whether you are married or 
single, male or female, straight or gay, 
whatever your cultural heritage, do or don't 
have your own children, rent or own your  

 

 
home, work or don't work, we would love to 
hear from you. You do need to have a spare 
room, or if you want to become a Short 
Breaks carer, be able to make a room 
available when the child stays with you.  
 
Why not give our friendly recruitment team a 
call on 0800 0969 626 or email 
fostering.recruitment@surreycc.gov.uk to 
book a home visit? We can book a time that 
suits you on Monday to Friday, between 9am 
and 9pm.
