General ​ Information​ 
Stockland ​ Church​ ​ of​ ​ England​ ​ Primary​ ​ Academy​  
Stockland ​ Primary​ ​ Church​ ​ of​ ​ England​ ​ Academy​​  is​ ​ a​ ​ popular​​  ​village ​ school​ ​ situated​​  in​ ​ between​​  the​ two​ ​market​ ​towns​ ​of​ ​Honiton​ ​and​ ​Axminster.  
The​ ​school​ structure​ ​ ​comprises​ ​of​ ​four​ ​individual​ ​classes:

The main school building houses children in Years 4 – 6 and the Reception to Year 3 children are taught in two external classrooms. A further external building is used for Assembly/Collective Worship, single​ ​year​ ​group​ ​teaching,​ ​lunchtimes​ ​as​ ​well​ ​as​ ​various​ ​other​ ​activities. 
The Academy is very fortunate to have extensive grounds including a hard court, large playing field, garden and pond area and a designated playground area for older and younger children. In addition we are lucky to have access to the local village hall for our sharing assemblies, drama productions and​ ​some​ ​after​ ​school​ ​clubs.  
We have maintained a healthy number of pupils over many years, currently having 112 pupils on roll. The school is popular and occasionally oversubscribed. Pupils who attend come from a number of surrounding​ ​towns​ ​and​ ​villages​ ​as​ ​well​ ​as​ ​from​ ​the​ ​Parishes​ ​of​ ​Stockland​ ​and​ ​Yarcombe.  
Stockland Church of England Primary Academy has strong links with the Stockland & Yarcombe Pre-School and the Folly Nursery. The new reception children, who are due to start in September visit the Academy once a week throughout the summer term. This helps to prepare for the transition from Pre-School and the Folly Nursery into Primary School. We also have strong links with a number of secondary schools in the area. Our Year 6 leavers attend various secondary local secondary schools including Colyton Grammar, Honiton Academy, The Woodroffe Academy, Axe Valley Academy and Holyrood​ ​Academy.  
The school is an active participant in the Honiton Learning Community and a member of the Jurassic 
Coast Teaching Schools Alliance (JCTSA). We regularly host PGCE students studying with the 
JCSTA​ ​and​ ​the ​​University​ ​of​ ​Exeter.  
As a  Church of England Primary Academy we also have strong links with the local church. A number of our families regularly attend the Family Services and a member of our teaching staff is on the Family Services Team. We also host our Year 6 Leavers Services and Christmas drama​ ​performances​ ​in​ ​the ​​local​ ​churches​ ​of​ ​Stockland​ ​and​ ​Yarcombe​ ​Parish.  
The​ ​Academy​ ​Community​ ​&​ ​Ethos  
Our team of staff are dedicated to deliver the very best all round education for our pupils. We pride ourselves in regularly teaching our children within mixed ability groups. Working co-operatively with one another forms a key part of the way that we work at the Academy. This is built into lessons on a daily basis and we regularly receive positive feedback about both our children’s ability to work together and their​ ​behaviour.  
The Academy places great importance on our children’s physical health and well-being. P.E is seen as a vital part of the curriculum and the children have the opportunity to take part in a number of different sports, both competitively and during after-school clubs. The Academy has a dedicated sports and activity afternoon once a week where Year 4-6 children take part in sport and Years 2-3 children take part in Forest School. The Academy also prides itself on running East Devon Cross Country events. These involve four races in total per season and are hosted at the Academy. We currently​ have​​ ​18​ ​other​ ​schools​ ​participating.  
We have a highly committed and driven Board of Governors who bring a wide range of skills and experience to the Academy. Our governors fully support and work co-operatively with the senior leadership​ ​team​ ​at​ ​the​ ​Academy.  
We have a very successful PTFA who actively support the Academy and undertake fundraising activities.
