The site
includes netball and tennis courts, with an all-weather pitch, §&
artificial sports pitch and sports pavilion, all located in a
conservation area on Kingston Hill in south-west London. In
2009 the completion of a major building project created new
sports, performing arts and classroom areas, with new dining
facilities and kitchen. In September 2021 we opened Little
Sparks, a pre-school for 3-4 year old girls.
