[bookmark: _GoBack]Music is seen as an important subject in the school, both in curricular and extra-curricular terms.  Lady Lumley’s believes in offering all students a broad and balanced curriculum and this obviously includes performing arts subjects.  
Music is taught throughout the school in Years 7 to 13.   We have an open options system based around student choice at the end of Year 9 for Key Stage 4 and music, art and drama are among the options available to students can.  Although numbers are currently small at GCSE and A level, the students taking music are dedicated and hard-working.  We would hope the appointed person would continue to raise the profile of music in the school and therefore encourage more students to follow the subject at examination level.
The Current Vacancy 
We are looking for someone who loves their subject, who has confidence in their own skills and knowledge and who can build positive working relationships with students.  We want the person appointed to develop the extra-curricular musical life of the school and to make music an inclusive and popular subject amongst the students. 

The Curriculum
We want students to have an interest in controlling sound and to develop the ability to listen and learn from the music of others.  We encourage students to show the drive to create and the passion to perform.
At KS3, students have one 100 minute lesson of music each fortnight.  The curriculum at Key Stage 3 is developed in-house and aims to give the students a good musical grounding regardless of whether they take their academic studies further or just enjoy music for its own sake. 
We have three 100 minute lessons a fortnight at GCSE and up to five at A level.  We follow the Edexcel examination course at GCSE and A level.   A level music students are taught in partnership with staff from Ryedale School with whom we have excellent working relationships. 


Accommodation and Equipment
The department has two spacious, dedicated music rooms, an integrated alcove equipped with 5 networked computers and a large music office with further computers and space to work collaboratively.  The teaching rooms each have an interactive whiteboard, an integrated sound system and a networked computer.  Computers in the music department run the Sibelius software, the world's best-selling music notation software, allowing students to learn interactively about music notation, composition, and music theory.
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
