General Information

Fairfield School is a small, independent primary school, founded in 1935 and situated just off the main Bristol to Weston-super-Mare A370 road at Backwell.  It has approximately 120 pupils aged 2-11 in single year group classes.  The school is affiliated to the Independent Schools’ Association and accredited by the Independent Schools’ Council.
