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INTRODUCTION OF NANNING CITY
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Nanning is the capital and largest
city by population of the Guangxi
Zhuang Autonomous Region in
Southern China. It is known as the
"Green City (£&I) " because of its
abundance of lush subtropical
foliage. Located in the South of
Guangxi, Nanning is surrounded
by a hilly basin, with a warm,
monsoon-influenced humid
subtropical climate.

Beginning in 1949, as it underwent
sustained industrial growth,
Nanning's economy began
developing beyond its former
role, and the city became
essentially a commercial and
administrative centre. Today,
Nanning is considered the
economigc, financial and cultural
center of Guangxi, and the chief
centre for the training of the
Zhuang minority in Guangxi. The
People's Park is located in the
center of the city. The city also
serves as a gateway for the
China-ASEAN opening up and
cooperation.
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LIFE IN NANNING, GUANGXI

Situated in southern China,
Nanning offers a unigue mix of
modern amenities and rich
cultural heritage. Known for its
subtropical climate, the city is a
gateway to stunning natural
attractions, such as the Detian
Waterfalls and scenic
countryside trails. With efficient
public transportation, family-
friendly neighborhoods, and a
supportive expat community,
Nanning is an ideal place to call
home.
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Transportation

At first it may be more convenient to get around using Didi. Trips are charged at a flag
fee of 8.5rmb with additional costs per kilometer. You can also buy a Nanning Citizen
Card to pay for the bus, and Nanning City bike rentals. There is an office at Nanning East
train station to buy it. Just bring your passport to register the card and place a deposit on
it. When the amount on the card gets low, you can refill it at different locations around
the city.

« Metro/Subway (t1¥k)- Starting from 2 rmb per trip up to 6 rmb. You can pay with cash
at the ticket booth or with e-cash such as WeChat or Alipay.

« Bus (require cash/city transport app) 2 rmb per trip unless it’s long distance. Long
distance buses require a ticket before you board the bus.

e DiDi- Equivalent to Uber- It is in English and most locations can easily be found through

a search as long as you have a street address. You can also pay cash for a Didi, but make
sure to have the exact amount. You can also choose to pay directly through the app.

Weather

Nanning has a humid subtropical monsoon climate, with abundant sunshine, rainfall, little
frost and no snow.

The climate is mild, with long summer and short winter. The annual average temperature is

about 21.6 °C. The coldest January in winter is 12.8 °C on average, and the hottest July and
August in summer is 28.2 °C. The climate is characterized by heat and humidity.
