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Science Technician (2 Posts)


Purpose of the Role
The Science Technician will provide specialist technical and administrative support to the Science department, ensuring that practical lessons, demonstrations, and experiments are delivered safely, efficiently, and effectively across Biology, Chemistry, and Physics. The postholder will prepare materials and equipment, maintain laboratories and resources, ensure compliance with health and safety regulations, and support high-quality teaching and learning.

Key Responsibilities
1. Practical Preparation & Teaching Support
· Prepare materials, chemicals, equipment, and resources for practical science lessons and demonstrations. 
· Set up, test, and trial experiments prior to lessons to ensure successful delivery. 
· Prepare solutions, reagents, and specimens to required specifications. 
· Support teachers during practical lessons and provide practical assistance where required. 
· Offer guidance to students on the safe and correct use of laboratory equipment and materials. 
· Clear away, clean, and safely store equipment after lessons and practical activities. 
· Dispose of waste and hazardous materials in accordance with regulations. 
· Support lesson planning by preparing resources and materials in advance. 
· Assist with science enrichment activities, open evenings, and departmental events. 
2. Laboratory & Equipment Management
· Maintain science laboratories, preparation rooms, and storage areas to a high standard. 
· Maintain, calibrate, test, and monitor laboratory and specialist equipment, including microscopes and data loggers. 
· Coordinate repairs and servicing of equipment where necessary. 
· Ensure laboratories remain safe, clean, organised, and fully resourced. 
· Manage stock levels of chemicals, consumables, and equipment. 
· Maintain accurate inventory and stock control systems. 
· Order laboratory supplies and equipment in line with departmental budgets. 
· Liaise with suppliers, contractors, and other departments as required. 


3. Health & Safety Compliance
· Ensure compliance with CLEAPSS guidance, and all relevant health and safety legislation. 
· Conduct and maintain risk assessments for practical activities and experiments. 
· Maintain chemical inventories, and safety documentation. 
· Ensure safe storage, handling, and disposal of chemicals and hazardous substances. 
· Monitor, maintain, and test safety equipment including fume cupboards, eye wash stations, and first aid equipment. 
· Report health and safety concerns promptly to the Director of Science. 
· Support science staff in implementing safe working practices and safety protocols. 
· Participate in relevant health and safety and first aid training as required. 
· Promote a culture of safety and best practice within the department. 
4. Administrative & Departmental Support
· Maintain accurate records relating to practical work, stock, equipment usage, maintenance, and orders. 
· Coordinate equipment loans, returns, and resource allocation. 
· Support general administration within the Science department. 
· Contribute to departmental meetings and provide technical advice or feedback where appropriate. 
· Assist in the implementation of new practical science initiatives, curriculum developments, and departmental improvements. 
5. Continuous Professional Development
· Keep up to date with developments in laboratory techniques, equipment, and health and safety guidance. 
· Develop knowledge and skills relevant to the role through training and professional development opportunities. 
Performance Measures
· Practical lessons prepared accurately and on time. 
· Compliance with CLEAPSS and health and safety requirements maintained at all times. 
· Laboratories maintained to a high standard of cleanliness, organisation, and safety. 
· Equipment maintained in good working order with minimal disruption to teaching. 
· Effective stock control and budget management. 
· Positive feedback from teaching staff regarding technical support. 
· Accurate maintenance of records, inventories, and safety documentation.
