correct use of spoken English (whatever your specialist subject)

e Use an appropriate range of observation, assessment, monitoring and recording strategies as a basis for
setting challenging learning objectives for pupils of all backgrounds and abilities, monitoring learners’ progress
and levels of attainment
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Make accurate and productive use of assessment to secure pupils’ progress

Give pupils regular feedback, both orally and through accurate marking, and encourage pupils to respond to
