Successful adjustment from a small 
primary to the hustle and bustle of 
‘big school’  begins in Year 5 with 
a variety of exciting and engaging 
activities delivered by Academy staff. 
These activities introduce  children to 
new types of learning.

Our structured programme of primary 
transition can include events such 
as Junior Sparkies, Let’s Get Cooking, 
sporting events and engineering 
challenges, among many others. 
However, the highlight is our themed 
‘transition day’, which is attended by 
over 200 local primary children.

In Year 6, children are invited to ‘taster 
days’ where they follow a typical 
Academy timetable, giving them a

Year 6 pupils joining the 
Academy in September have access 
to their own Office 365 account where 
they can engage with additional 
transition content to help them get to 
know the Academy and our staff.
