
 Job Description: Additional Educational Needs Teacher (Primary)

Purpose of the Role
The Primary Additional Educational Needs teacher plays a vital role in supporting students with a diverse range of learning, behavioural, and developmental needs. The post-holder ensures that all students receive high-quality, inclusive provision that enables them to thrive academically, socially, and emotionally. Working collaboratively with class teachers, leaders, and families, the role focuses on early identification, targeted intervention, and consistent monitoring to support every student’s progress and well-being.
Key Responsibilities
1. Identification and Assessment
- Use screening tools, classroom observations, and assessments to identify students requiring additional support.
- Contribute to referrals for external assessments when appropriate and prepare supporting documentation.
- Maintain accurate, confidential records in line with safeguarding and data-protection policies.
2. Planning and Intervention
- Develop Individual Education Plans (IEPs) or support plans with clear, measurable targets.
- Deliver one-to-one, small-group, or in-class interventions.
- Adapt teaching materials and strategies to ensure accessibility and success for identified students.
3. Inclusive Classroom Support
- Work alongside class teachers to embed inclusive practice within daily teaching and learning.
- Model and promote strategies that foster independence, engagement, and positive behaviour.
- Support Learning Assistants by offering guidance, coaching, and modelling effective strategies.
4. Monitoring, Reporting, and Data Use
- Track student progress using assessments and observational notes.
- Provide updates to teachers and leaders, contributing to review meetings and parent discussions.
- Evaluate intervention impact and adjust programmes as necessary.
5. Collaboration and Communication
- Work closely with class teachers, English and Arabic teams, and the pastoral department.
- Engage with families in a professional, culturally sensitive manner.
- Collaborate with external specialists when required.
6. Professional Conduct and Development
- Maintain up-to-date knowledge of best practice in special educational needs and inclusion.
- Participate in training, CPD sessions, and relevant networks.
- Contribute to the wider life of the school and uphold school values and safeguarding expectations.
Qualifications and Experience
- Bachelor’s degree in Education or relevant field (Special Education preferred).
- Experience supporting students with additional needs.
- Strong understanding of inclusive practice and intervention models.
- Excellent communication, organisational, and interpersonal skills.
- Ability to work effectively as part of a multidisciplinary team.
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
