The major responsibilities will be:

Quality of Learning

e Ensuring that they set high expectations for the achievement and behaviour of their students

e Ensuring that Academy curriculum policies for marking, assessment, setting, target setting,
recording and reporting are enacted

e Ensuring that progression and continuity is achieved across the key stage and between the key
stages

Ethos and Environment
e Dealing appropriately in the first instance, with behavioural issues in the classroom, seeking
support where necessary in line with the Academy’s behaviour management policy
e Ensuring a consistent ethos in line with the Plume Academy Code of Practice
e Ensuring that the quality of appearance and order of their teaching area is of a high standard
e Adhering to health and safety procedures

Staff Development
e Participating in staff development activities
e Taking opportunities to develop their own skills and understanding in relation to their role

Other Activities
e Promoting the general progress and well-being of individual students and of any class assigned
e Communication and consultation with parents of students in line with academy policy
e Participating in meetings arranged for any of the purposes described above

Whole School
e Contributing to extra-curricular activities
e Participating in whole academy planning and developments through working parties and groups

responsibility for identification of learning, development and training opportunities in discussion
with line manager
