The Physical Education Department at Crompton House School

Physical Education is delivered throughout the whole school. In Years 7 and 8 pupils participate in 4x 1 hour lessons per fortnight. Curriculum Activities include:

Athletics, Aerobics, Badminton, Basketball, Cricket, Cross-Country, Dance, Gymnastics, Hockey, Netball, Rounders, Rugby, Short Tennis/Tennis, Trampolining and Volleyball.

At KS3 pupils are taught in single sex classes and we split into ability grouped classes.

At KS4 (Year 9-11) GCSE PE is offered. We currently have three full groups in each year consisting of 30 pupils in each group. The Examination Board we follow is AQA for all year groups, which requires a 60-40% ratio of theory to practical. The timing of the course is 5x 1 hour lessons per fortnight of which 2 hours are theory.

The school has a very successful Sixth Form and A-Level PE is part of the subjects offered. We usually have a high intake for A-Level PE and have a high drive for academic success at A-Level, with high levels of support offered to students taking this A-Level for both theory and practical. Our results for the last two years have been in the top 10% of the country for student progress. 
In addition to delivering the curriculum the department offers a wide and varied extra-curricular programme. We are heavily involved in both local and national events and actively encourage all our pupils to be involved in sport both competitively and recreationally.

There are currently 5 full time members of the PE department but one staff will be reduced to part time. 
The school has a strong tradition of success within sporting areas and this is due to the whole department’s dedication to deliver the best possible education for our pupils.

The school has a 3G all-weather pitch which is able to host an 11 a side game, two 9v9 games and four 7v7 games. 

The school has been recognised annually by the National Sports Mark Award for the quality of its provision and was awarded a Gold by the Sainsbury School Games Awards.
