Curriculum Statement
Mathematics at Saints Peter and Paul Catholic College develops the work started by students in the in primary schools. 

The syllabus is divided into the 4 key areas of Number; Algebra; Shape and Space and Measures and Data Handling. Each of these areas will be addressed and assessed in each year, so that students’ understanding will be developed across the whole of the Mathematical curriculum. 

Mathematics is taught through a variety of interactive teaching styles to promote discussion and aid the development of functional skills and logical thinking. Use of technology is essential and students will be required to have their own calculators to encourage them to develop these skills.

KEY STAGE 3

Students in Year 7 and 8 are currently following a mastery scheme of work developed from the White Rose Hub. Students in Year 7 and 8 have six 60 minute lessons of Mathematics teaching per two week cycle of the timetable.

KEY STAGE 4

GCSE is taught from year 9 giving students three full years of teaching and learning before they sit the examination. At Key Stage 4 all students currently follow the Edexcel specification Mathematics course. Students in Year 9 have eight 60 minute lessons of Mathematics teaching per two week cycle of the timetable. Students in Year 10 have seven 60 minute lessons of Mathematics teaching per two week cycle of the timetable. Students in Year 11 have eight 60 minute lessons of Mathematics teaching per two week cycle of the timetable 
KEY STAGE 5

A level Mathematics is a popular choice with numbers increasing in recent years. Students have ten 60 minute lessons per fortnight. Students currently follow the AQA Syllabus and is broken into 3 main areas core, mechanics and applied mathematics.
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
