The Hall, known as Brandeston
Hall, was bought by the Society of Old Framlinghamians to remember those who fell in the two World Wars. The school is
currently growing and now numbers just under 300 pupils aged from 2-13.

The great majority of our pupils move on to the Senior School, Framlingham College, which was founded in 1864 in memory of
Queen Victoria’'s husband, Albert, Prince Consort, whose statue takes pride of place at the front of the College. The College itself
enjoys an enviable location, looking across the mere to the 12th Century Castle and the historic parish church of St Michael's.

Our Location

Framlingham College Prep School is located in the idyllic neo-Tudor Hall beside the River Deben, approximately 3 miles from the Senior School at Framlingham in the village of Brandeston.
Just a few miles from Suffolk’s Heritage Coast - embracing Aldeburgh and Southwold, amongst many other seaside locations - Framlingham College Prep School is about 30 minutes by car from the

county town of Ipswich, 45 minutes from Bury St Edmunds in the west of the county and an hour from the city of Norwich in Norfolk. There are regular trains from lpswich to London’s Liverpool Street
station. London Stansted Airport and Norwich Airport are each just over an hour's drive away from Framlingham.
