The Role
The Regional Lead Practitioner for Mathematics will promote and implement strategies for improving attainment in Mathematics across three of our academies in the East Region. Working in partnership with the regional school improvement team, Executive Principal, Heads of School and Heads of Faculty, the role involves both a strategic overview of subject development across the region alongside day to day involvement with Mathematics faculties.
