3. Assess, record and report on children’s progress and set challenging targets in line with school policy.

4. Develop and deliver, record and report on IEPS for children in class.

5. Lead and mentor support staff within the class and ensure they are effective practitioners.

6. To be committed and able to work within an inclusive setting.
7. Further professional development in line with Performance Management and the School Development Plan.

8. Attend and contribute to team meetings and in-service training.
9. Support the Assistant Head Teacher in the Centre’s day to day organisation.

10. Take responsibility for leading a curriculum area within the Centre

11. Take responsibility for safeguarding and promoting the welfare of children.

12. Assist in meeting the children’s personal care needs where appropriate.

13. Work co-operatively and collaboratively with other staff and members of the multi-professional team.
