GENERAL INFORMATION FOR APPLICANTS

St Charles Catholic Sixth Form College is on a single site located in North Kensington within
the borough of Kensington and Chelsea. This area of London is characterised by extremes of
wealth and poverty.

The college recruits students from across all 33 boroughs of London and has a Catholic ethos
at the centre of college life. The college has a diverse range of students, of whom around a
third are Roman Catholic. A very high proportion of students come from disadvantaged
backgrounds.

The College sees itself as a Catholic college that caters for the community, and is therefore
fully inclusive in its admissions policy, welcoming students from all faith backgrounds, and
none. All these students contribute to the richness of our community, which is a characteristic
of the College. All members of staff, whether Catholics or not, are expected to be supportive
of the Catholic identity of the College. The key principle that guides our admissions policy is
that all students, no matter what their starting point, are welcome at St Charles...as long as
they come to learn!

The college offers a broad A-level and vocational curriculum, with vocational courses at Level
1, 2 and 3 as well as GCSE and A Level options.

There are approximately 1100 students on roll.

The student body are divided into five Halls (Bakahita, Soubrious, Romero, Aquinas,
Alexandra) each Hall with a different academic focus appropriate to their prior attainment. The
Halls are supported by a team of academic tutors led by a Pastoral Manager.

COLLEGE IMPROVEMENT

In recent years the college has faced difficulties keeping pace with the significant changes to
the educational landscape, particularly with the transition to linear A Levels. For many reasons
the previous modular system suited our students much better. However, the new Principal,
Senior Leadership Team and the entire staff body are committed on a journey of rapid and
sustained college improvement. We believe that every student at St Charles can achieve very
well, and are committed to realising this important aim with a ‘whatever it takes’ attitude.

We believe that now is a very exciting time for the St Charles community, if you are ambitious
