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The MFL Department

Staff

There are currently 3 MFL specialists in the department; 2 full-time and 1 part-time, who are responsible for the teaching of MFL in KS3, KS4 and KS5. All members of the department work together to continue to improve both teaching and learning within the department.
Students
Each year group is divided into half-year populations with each population being placed into 4 or 5 sets.  The setting arrangements for Year 9 are determined by English sets. In KS4 we have mixed ability sets. We also have transfer data from the three middle schools who use a pyramid test to support transition.  Set changes for each year group are discussed at the end of the autumn term and at the end of each year.  Students receive 6 one hour French lessons per fortnight.
Course Content

Students in Year 9, 10 and 11 follow the AQA GCSE (9-1) course.  Students in Year 12 and Year 13 have followed the AQA A-Level course.
Results

We are working hard on our exam results and always strive to improve further.  Last year we achieved: French 7% A*/A, 54% A*-C and 100% A*-G.
German 2.9% A/A*, 40% A-C and 100% A-G at GCSE.  75% A*-B at A Level.

Resources

The MFL department has 5 teaching rooms of varying sizes, each with an interactive whiteboard.  One of these rooms is equipped with 20 networked computers.  We use a range of different resources at GCSE level in line with our resourced schemes of work but use online resources from Kerboodle, Exampro and Linguascope.  The school is currently part of a collegiate of schools seeking to improve uptake and outcomes in MFL.
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
