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Ofsted Report, October 2012:  “Students excellent progress in mathematics leads to impressive GCSE results, and frequently, to a high number of the top A* grades.”

The Mathematics Faculty at Oulder Hill Community School comprises of 13 specialist teachers, each with their own classroom. We are very proud of the results achieved by our students. In 2016 68% of our pupils made 3 levels of progress (the national average for 2016 was 65%) and 33% made 4 levels of progress (c.f. 29%). Grade C and above was achieved by 75% while 20% obtained a grade A or A*. 
These good results reflect the hard work and motivation of the students combined with the dedication and commitment of the staff. The Mathematics staff work extremely well as a team; in addition to the post of Teaching and Learning Director, there are 3 additional post holders who take responsibility for different areas of leadership within the faculty.

The students in each year group are all taught Mathematics at the same time. They are grouped into sets with students who are at a similar level of attainment. There are currently 11 or 12 sets in each year group with approximately 30 students in the higher groups, while the foundation groups have correspondingly less. We work closely with the Learning Support Faculty to ensure that all students are able to access the curriculum.

Every Mathematics room is equipped with a digital projector and interactive whiteboard. We have a wide range of teaching resources including software packages and good access to computer suites.

The Mathematics lessons at Oulder Hill Community School incorporate a wide variety of teaching methods to appeal to different types of learner. We endeavour to use real life contexts wherever possible, and at appropriate times, we use practical activities, paired work, group work and peer learning. 

High ability mathematicians in set 1 of every year group participate in the annual UK Maths Challenge. They compete against the most able Mathematicians across the country to receive Bronze, Silver and Gold awards. We have good relations with our partner primary schools. Year 5 students love competing in our annual competitive maths morning and year 6 students enjoy our taster days.
