We are looking for a General Kitchen Assistant to start with us, joining our friendly Catering team.

As a kitchen Assistant, you would be expected to carry out food preparation as well as cleaning the
kitchen. You would follow strict hygiene, health and safety rules.

You will not usually need any particular qualifications to work as a kitchen assistant. However, a good
standard of general education would be useful and be able to communicate. It is also essential that you
have worked previously within a commercial catering environment and have a good level of cooking and
food preparation.

To become a Kitchen Assistant, you will need to be able to carry out tasks quickly and competently. You
will also need to use your initiative and work in a team.

Purpose

To undertake the preparation and serving of meals and general duties including cleaning tasks in the
kitchen, dining hall, and associated areas.

Main Activities and Responsibilities

o Toundertake all daily general kitchen duties as requested by your superior, this will include some food
preparation.

¢ Preparation of the dining halls and service counters ready for service, which may include moving
/setting up hotplates/tables

o Also the setting up of trolleys and the cleaning and dismantling of these as required after service.

o To prepare the service area, hot cupboards and other equipment at the point of service for the
efficient and effective service of the meal.

¢ Totransport meals to other areas within the schools where necessary
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o Towash tins, dishes, cutlery, tumblers, jugs, serving utensils and containers, clean dining/kitchen
tables and all other catering equipment within the catering environment, if asked to do so.

¢ Toclean on a daily basis all catering areas to an agreed suitable standard.

o Touse correct work methods and practice and ensure that the laid down legal standards of kitchen
and personal hygiene and general Health and Safety are maintained.

o Toensure at all times a responsibility for a quality of presentation and quality of cleanliness of all food
service areas.

¢ Toensure all equipment is used correctly and report any defects or faults immediately in accordance
with Health and Safety

¢ Toremove all rubbish and food waste on a daily basis

¢ To have due regard for safeguarding and promoting the welfare of children and to follow the school’s
child protection procedures.

¢ Toundergo on and off site job training sessions as required by the Academy.

o Any other duties commensurate to the role and responsibility of the post. Conditions of Employment

¢ The above responsibilities are subject to the general duties and responsibilities contained in the
written statement of conditions of employment (the Contract of Employment).

¢ The postholder is required to support and encourage the school’s ethos and its objectives, policies and
procedures as agreed by the governing body.

¢ Touphold the school's policy in respect of child protection matters.

¢ S/he shall be subject to all relevant statutory and institutional requirements.

The postholder may be required to perform any other reasonable tasks after consultation.
