· The History Department has three well-equipped teaching classrooms, extensive resources and excellent access to ICT. The Department, at present, has four specialist teachers.
· We currently teach History OCR A Level offering either 16th or 19th Century focus and History AQA GCSE.  We also teach Politics Edexcel A Level.
