STAFF AND STRUCTURE

The department consists of ten subject specialist teaching staff, including one Lead Practitioner, one Strategy Manager with responsibility for Key Stage 3 and one Intervention Coordinator. They form a strong, hard working and enthusiastic team who work very well together to engender in students a love of Mathematics and a desire to learn.  The teachers, from diverse cultures, bring a variety of experiences and teaching styles as well as coming from a wide range of academic backgrounds.

THE MATHEMATICS DEPARTMENT FACILITIES

In total there are seven classrooms allocated to the Mathematics Department.  Five of these are at the front of the building, with the other two found centrally in the building.  

We also have access to the computer suites to deliver areas of the KS3/4 curriculum.  

All our classrooms are equipped with interactive whiteboards.
EXTRA CURRICULAR

Students at The Grange School are very keen to progress in Mathematics; this is reflected in the number of students who choose to attend extra after school sessions at all key stages.  

At KS3, students are encouraged to attend enrichment sessions.  In Year 11, GCSE students are eager to attend revision sessions in the Spring/Summer terms.

New to this academic year is a lunchtime intervention club available to all Key Stages, which both stretches the more able student and supports learning.

Some students in KS4 visit The Mathematical Institute at The University of Oxford for conferences.

Students taking AS and A2 level Mathematics attend conferences (both locally and in London) and University taster days.
