Brighton College Vietnam has based their curriculum on that of Brighton College UK. With
nearly 200 years of proven success, Brighton College Vietnam follows the English National
Curriculum in both the Prep and Senior Schools with unique additional subjects enhancing the
premium educational offering. Brighton College Vietnam follows this approach, providing a
British education with a global perspective, reflecting the locality. In Years 10 and 11, pupils
study IGCSEs, before going on to the International Baccalaureate Diploma Programme for
Years 12 and 13.

A central tenet of the Brighton College DNA, we encourage all our pupils and staff to get
involved in forming partnerships with community organisations and supporting global initiatives.
Pupils and their families are regularly involved in College-wide events and charity fundraising.

Co-Curricular Opportunities 

The Arts and Sport are central to a Brighton education. Opportunities exist both within and
outside the academic timetable to take part in music, drama, dance, visual arts and a wide
variety of sporting activities. Our ‘sport for all’ ethos allows all pupils to take part in individual and
team sports and there are regular opportunities to participate in competitive matches and
tournaments. There is a wealth of choice in the co-curricular clubs on offer and all staff are
expected to contribute to this provision.

Campus and Facilities 

Located in Vinhomes Ocean Park, Hanoi, the first Brighton College Vietnam campus is a brand new,
purpose-built international school for pupils aged 5-18. Spread across 3.4 hectares of open, green
space with a lake-side view, our world-class modern campus boasts large classrooms and state-of-
the-art facilities to equip our pupils with all they need in their pursuit of excellence. 

Our campus consists of two buildings: the Prep School and the Senior School, with awe-inspiring
spaces ranging from libraries, dining halls, modern indoor and outdoor sports facilities, to
performing arts and music studios, design and technology workshops and science labs. There is
even a private cinema and 500-seat theatre which houses the many pupil performances every year.

Saint Joseph Cathedral, Hanoi is
reminiscent of the landscape of
Paris. Stroll through the streets
and you might just feel the
Vietnamese-Parisian ambience:

Hanoi may be Vietnam’s capital
and the second largest city in
the country but, even by South
East Asian standards, the cost of
living is low. Utilities, food and
entertainment are a fraction of
the costs in the US or the UK
and, whether you choose to live
simply or enjoy life’s little
luxuries, numerous
accommodation options are
available for a range of budgets. 

TASTY FOOD 
Vietnamese food has a
reputation for being fresh, light
and healthy – it’s also delicious,
thanks to the liberal use of fresh
herbs, lime juice and chilli. Hanoi
has one of the richest food
scenes in Asia, with food
vendors, hole-in-the-wall
restaurants and upmarket dining
options. You’ll be spoilt for
choice in this capital of excellent
cuisine.

Hanoi makes a perfect base to
explore Northern Vietnam and
get in touch with nature. Ba Vi
National Park, Cuc Phuong
National Park, the UNESCO
World Heritage Site of Halong
Bay, ancient handicraft villages
and the rivers, caves and
mountains of Ninh Binh
Province are all within easy
reach of the city for fantastic day
trips. 

A DIVERSE HUB 
Hanoi is the political hub of
Vietnam and its cultural and
historical centre. It’s chaotic and
fascinating, overwhelming and
intriguing. Enjoy haute- cuisine
delivered by Michelin-starred
chefs; find peace and serenity in
incense-filled temples; shop for
glamorous brands in boutique
shops; explore an emerging,
buzzing art scene; or just watch
a train squeeze through narrow
lanes in the Old Quarter. 

FESTIVALS & CULTURE 
Immerse yourself in traditional
culture. In Hanoi there is a
festival celebrated almost every
month. Listen to folk songs in
the village of Lim; enjoy
fireworks and lantern fairs
during the Mid-Autumn Festival;

New Year with temple visits,
food and red and gold
decorations. 

HISTORY 
Since its founding in 1010 by
Emperor Ly Thai To, Hanoi is a
treasure trove of history. Learn
more about the 54 minority
ethnic groups of Vietnam in the
Museum of Ethnology; visit the
cultural monument from colonial
times at the Hanoi Opera House;
or take a stroll around the
grounds of Tran Quoc pagoda,
the oldest and most revered in
Hanoi. 

VIBRANT SOCIAL LIFE 
Hanoians are very welcoming
and hospitable, so making local
friends is easy. Whether you’re
attending a water puppet show;
listening to rock, jazz or
traditional Vietnamese music; or
sipping a cocktail admiring the
romantic West Lake, Hoan Kiem
Lake or a panoramic night view
of the city, Hanoi’s social scene
has something for everyone.
