Crompton House Church of England School is a 11 – 18 secondary school academy and sixth form, located in the High Crompton area of Shaw and Crompton in the Metropolitan Borough of Oldham, Greater Manchester. In the last OFSTED inspection (April 2015), the school was graded as GOOD and it is our goal to obtain OUTSTANDING.
The Business Studies & Economics Department is a close-knit group, consisting of three specialist teachers, who form a strong and well-motivated team. The department is keen to embrace new initiatives, share ideas and support each other. We offer several popular options with a wide range of pathways: BTEC Work skills, Business Studies at GCSE, potentially leading to ‘A’ Level Business Studies and Economics at ‘A’ Level.
We have some highly able students in the school, some of whom will be destined for Oxbridge. Business Studies attracts some very able students who we are keen to utilise as role models and ambassadors for main school.
Last year, the department achieved 74% A*-C in GCSE Business Studies. At AS Level in Business, we achieved a 100% pass rate with an ALPS of 3 and at A Level we achieved an ALPS of 6. In Economics at AS level, we achieved an ALPS of 5 and at A Level an ALPS of 2. We are determined that every pupil achieves his/her full potential through a rigorous programme of study, support and challenge.
We have three attractive teaching rooms, one of which contains an IT suite. All rooms are fitted with digital projectors and SMART boards.

Economics & Business intervention runs twice a week after school. We are currently developing our use of high achieving students to act as mentors in these sessions.
As a team, we have a lot of experience but still continuously strive to move forward in all areas of Business & Economics.
