As a successful faculty we are proud of the fact that we are a strong, experienced group of subject specialists that support each other on a daily basis. Relationships between staff and students are excellent, as is discipline within the Faculty. 
Staffing

There are currently 6 full time specialist teachers teaching PE to Key Stage 3 and Key Stage 4. 
Curriculum

Key Stage Three
In Year 7 and 8, students receive two hours a week of PE, and in Year 9 students receive 3 hours of PE over a two week timetable. The vision of the faculty is to provide students with a broad and balanced curriculum, whereby they can equip themselves with the physical and cognitive skills to fulfil a lifelong love for sport. Pupils will study a range of activities for a half-term block including games activities such as Football, Netball, Cross Country, Rugby Union, Basketball and Cricket and also individual activities such as Badminton, Swimming, Trampolining, Table Tennis and Athletics.
Key Stage Four
In Year 10 and 11 pupils receive two hours of core PE. The faculty promotes the importance of healthy active lifestyles and allows students to choose a pathway based around their interests. We offer a traditional games pathway and two alternative ‘Fit for All’ pathway. 
The games pathway will allow the opportunity to cover sports such as Football, Netball, Badminton, Swimming, Cricket, Softball, Athletics, Trampolining, Basketball and Table Tennis. The Fit for All pathways will cover a range of sports that may include Handball, Aerobics, Yoga, Dodgeball, Basketball, Rounders Softball, Circuit Training and Recreational Swimming.
Students can also opt to study the GCSE PE Edexcel course or the BTEC First in Sport.
Accreditation at KS4
GCSE PE
The faculty follows the Edexcel syllabus. 

At present we have 30 pupils following the GCSE PE course in Year 11 and 30 in Year 10. Usual cohorts consist of 25-30. 

Pupils are assessed in a wide range of activities inside and outside of school including:
Athletics, Badminton, Basketball, Cricket, Trampolining, Football, Table Tennis, Swimming, Netball and Dance.
BTEC Level 1/2 First Award in Sport
The BTEC Level 1/2 First Award in Sport qualification is offered to those pupils who wish to follow the Sports Pathway and prefer to learn in an assignment based way.
At present we have 60 pupils following the BTEC course in Year 11, 60 in Year 10 and 80 in Year 9.
Junior Sports Leaders Award
During core PE time, pupils at year 10 & 11 are given the opportunity to study the Junior Sports Leader or Dance Leaders Awards administered by the CCPR for which the school is fully accredited to teach. 
The faculty sees this as an extremely valuable certification which will aid the pupils who are particularly interested in a career in leadership or sporting activities.
 

Extra-Curricular Activities
The department offers numerous amounts of extra-curricular opportunities with clubs running before school, at lunchtimes, and after school. The department sees extra-curricular sport and activities as a fundamental aspect of the growth of the whole child. To further develop this, the school have recently adopted a house system. PE aim to be at the heart of this, and want to give more students an opportunity to participate in sport.  To see young people growing in physical skills, self-confidence and self-worth is a truly enriching experience. Nowhere in school is it more evident than in PE. The department prides itself on offering a wide range of activities and its success in inter-school competition. The list of extra-curricular opportunities is listed below.
