We are a new school in the middle of the Gascoigne community in Barking, East London,
and we moved into the first phase of our permanent site in January 2018. The second phase
is due for completion in September 2019 and the final phase for September 2020. We are
the first secondary school to be built on the estate, which is itself undergoing significant
regeneration. As a result we have the opportunity to make a genuine impact on the future
of our students and the community over the coming years.

The school is built upon three core principles:

I) The development of a teaching and learning culture in which students are challenged
and are regularly taken out of their comfort zone. We want to develop independent
and resilient learners who are able to think for themselves.

2) A culture of positive behaviour based upon high expectations, clear routines and
mutual respect between staff and students.

3) Aspiration for all of our students. We want our students to dream big and to have
high expectations for themselves.

Everyone who visits the school comments upon what a friendly and welcoming group of
staff we have.

We do not conduct formal, graded lesson observations; instead we carry out
regular drop ins in order to coach staff and develop their teaching. As a result staff are able
to constantly reflect upon and improve their practice.
