	Science at LEH is very well-resourced with sixteen teaching staff and seven technicians in the faculty, there are currently twelve well-resourced laboratories most of which have been refurbished in the last ten years. The final two are due to be refurbished this summer. 

In Years 7 and 8, pupils are taught Science with one teacher, following an in-house KS3 course based on “Exploring Science”.  All Science Departments contribute to the teaching at this level.

The separate sciences are taught in Year 9 by specialist teachers.

At GCSE, approximately 80% of girls study the three separate sciences, with the remainder taking Combined Science GCSE (Double Award). 
 
The number of girls opting to study science subjects at A Level is high, usually with three or four sets of Chemistry, three or four of Biology and two sets of Physics in each year group. 



This thriving and expanding department has six full-time teachers and two full-time technicians. There are currently three specialist Chemistry laboratories (with another one to follow after refurbishment this year) each with two fume cupboards, an interactive white board and projector linked to a networked computer.  Each lab has access to a set of wireless laptops and students all have their own iPads. The department has its own office with computers and printing facilities.

Most members of the department contribute to the teaching of KS3 science in Years 7 and 8, which includes modules of Biology, Chemistry and Physics.  In Year 9, we now start the GCSE course.  All members of the Department will teach the Edexcel (9-1) GCSE Chemistry course and some also teach the Combined Science GCSE.  

Sixth Form students follow the Edexcel A Level Chemistry course. The numbers of girls opting to do the subject have risen significantly over recent years to the point where we now have four teaching groups in both Lower and Upper Sixth.  This is more than for any other subject (apart from Mathematics) at LEH. Each group is taught by two members of the department and teaching groups are small, at around 12 students.  Chemistry A level results in the school are very good; the large majority of pupils gain A* or A grades.  The department also prepares girls for Oxbridge applications, provides Enrichment classes in addition to the normal curriculum, and enters girls for the Cambridge Chemistry Challenge and the International Chemistry Olympiad.  This year we were pleased to have girls receiving offers for Chemistry and for Medicine at Oxford as well as three offers for Natural Sciences at Cambridge. We are also proud of our recent record in the Royal Society of Chemistry’s Schools’ Analyst Competition where our teams have won the South-East Regional Round three times in the last seven years and finished second in the national competition in 2013.
