Salary and Working Pattern

This is a fixed term contract from 15t September 2024 to 315t August 2025. The GAP Placement will
be expected to work 37.5 hours per week during term time and the salary is between £13,414 -
£16,325 pa depending on qualifications and age. Flexibility in working hours and pattern is required
to meet the changing needs of the school.

Pension

Subject to meeting the qualifying conditions, support staff are eligible for the Aegon pension scheme.
The school will contribute 8% if the staff contributes a minimum of 4% of their salary into the scheme.
Please note that this is a defined-contribution pension scheme.
