Steeped in history, the School was founded in 1923 by Cyril Averill. Originally
sited in Queensway, the School moved to its present site in 1925. The former
Poet Laureate, Sir John Betieman, was for a time the School’s Master in
Charge of Cricket. The Pre-Prep was established in 1964 and in 1985 the
School became a Charitable Educational Trust. In 2006, with great success,
the School extended its age range to 16.

In 2023/24 the School marked its centenary and welcomed Year 12 pupils intfo
its new co-educational sixth form in September 2024.

LOCATION

Gerrards Cross is a wonderful place to live and
work. It has an abundance of green space for
cycling and walking, notably the beautiful Gerrards
Cross Common. The fown has a friendly
community feel and it is consistently rated as one
of the most sought-after locations close to London.
