 PURPOSE OF POST

Teaching responsibility for pupils at Key Stage 3 & 4. To contribute to teaching and learning across the school as required. To contribute to the raising of standards of achievement of all pupils at Brent Knoll. To take responsibility for teaching and learning within the subject area of Science; lead, manage and develop Science across Key Stages 3 and 4; have an impact on the educational progress of students in Science beyond designated teaching groups; lead, develop and enhance the teaching practice of other staff within this subject area. In addition some teaching of Maths will be required.
SECTION D:

 Main duties and Responsibilities

· To draw up individual education programmes for the pupils in the class in collaboration with the members of the multidisciplinary team and to ensure their implementation.

· To assess, monitor and evaluate the progress of the children in the group and to ensure their activities are appropriately recorded.

· To devise, implement and evaluate the behaviour management programmes in the light of the school and departmental policies.

· To act as line manager and team leader for learning support staff assigned to the class.

· To plan and deliver a differentiated curriculum within the school curriculum framework to meet the needs of the pupils based on a sound knowledge of their prior attainment.
· To provide additional teaching across the school as required.
· To participate in department meetings and to chair and minute class meetings

· To participate in the annual review process for the children in the class in the light of school policy.

· To offer a supportive partnership to the families of children in the class.

· To support and implement the school and Local Authority’s equal opportunities and safe guarding policies.

· A willingness to continue one own professional development through participation in further training both in school and with external agencies.
· To liaise with colleagues to ensure consistency, smooth transition and curriculum coverage between Key Stage 2 and Key Stage 3.

· Be responsible for the subject area of Science.

· To ensure that the quality of teaching and learning in Science is of a high standard and is appropriate to the range of special needs of the students at Brent Knoll School.

· Be responsible for the overall leadership, management and development of the Science curriculum 
· Be responsible for the over-view and co-ordination of assessment and target-setting for all students in Science.  
· Be responsible for safeguarding and promoting the welfare of children and young people and to follow all associated child protection and safeguarding policies as adopted by the school and Local Authority.
· Implement and adhere to current school policies.

· Take part in and deliver, where appropriate, any professional development activities.

· Participate in/lead, where appropriate, staff, curriculum and other meetings. 

· Be responsible for all budgets delegated to you.

· Be responsible the completion of a subject self-review on an annual basis; develop and implement action plans and development plans that contribute to the priorities of the school development plan.
· Further develop the framework for external accreditation in the area of Science.

· Support the Headteacher in the implementation of all school policies and procedures.

· Take an active part in whole-school development planning and development implementation.

· Show commitment to the vision for the school to become a creative and practical learning environment with a focus on attainment, building citizenship and life skills with a belief in personal learning which leads to motivation of students who have high self esteem.
