There is a close liaison with the Support for Learning team, support staff and other agencies in order to ensure an equality of access to the curriculum.  Learning will increasingly involve extensive use of ICT.

STAFF AND STRUCTURE

The department consists of nine experienced teachers.  We are a committed team bringing expertise from all areas of the English Curriculum.  One of the strengths of the team is our willingness to share good ideas and reflect on our teaching to get the best from our students.  We have recently developed comprehensive schemes of learning in place across all Key Stages.
Students enjoy English across the Key Stages; where the department teaches a curriculum which includes literature, language and media skills, developing cross-curricular links and independent learning skills.  Students’ progress is regularly monitored and teachers work with the intervention co-ordinator and other departmental leads to help maximise progress.
All students study both Language and Literature at Key Stage 4, with Year 10 and 11 following the Edexcel specification for 2017 and 2018.  The schemes of learning have been developed from resources published by the examination board. 
At Key Stage 5, we offer A-level Literature (Edexcel) and A-level Media Studies (AQA; with a move to WJEC Film Studies for examination in 2019): courses which are successful and increasing in popularity.

THE ENGLISH DEPARTMENT FACILITIES

The English corridor is in the same part of the school as the Library and we make good use of library facilities.  All English classrooms benefit from interactive whiteboards.

EXTRA CURRICULAR
The English Department is actively involved in extra-curricular activities.  Examination preparation classes are held after school as appropriate, alongside additional support for younger students. We also run a well-supported Film Club. In addition, we organise a range of enrichment visits and activities throughout the year.
