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Special Educational Needs at Wombourne High School
We are an inclusive school and we work on the principle that students with SEN are entitled to a broad, balanced and relevant curriculum which is taught in a way appropriate to their needs. We have high expectations of our students and endeavour to provide them with the opportunity to make the best progress that they can.

All teachers take responsibility for students with SEN but we also have a specialist SEN team that includes:

· Special Educational Needs Co-ordinator (SENCO)

· Assistant SENCO

· Inclusion Assistants/Teaching Assistants
The SENCO, Mathew Ward, takes responsibility for the strategic development of our established and experienced SEN Team, promoting the progress of SEN students across the whole school and ensuring that all statutory requirements are met. 
The SENCO maintains regular links with the local authority and other outside agencies, such as the Educational Psychology Service, the service for Physically Disabled, the Autism Outreach Team, the Hearing-Impaired Service, the Visually Impaired Service and the Speech and Language Service. All members of the team receive regular training so that we maintain a range of specialisms designed to meet the needs of individual students.  The school has been modified to enable young people with a disability to access all areas of the curriculum and we have supported students with different disabilities, providing adaptations according to individual requirements.

Students with additional needs are identified early and a register is compiled using information from partner primary schools and from parents. Teachers are informed of students’ known difficulties and needs from their first days in school.  In line with the requirements of the Code of Practice for Special Educational Needs we seek to provide a graduated response to meeting the needs of SEN students that includes early intervention, quality first teaching and small withdrawal intervention groups for Literacy and Numeracy.
Parents are encouraged to contact the SENCO over any concerns, large or small, and the opinions and contributions of parents and the involvement of students in the development of their learning are valued highly. Parents’ contributions to helping their child at home play a vital role in the success of our strategies at school. Keyworkers allocated to students with complex needs build and maintain close working relationships with students and their families. 
Students with learning difficulties are offered a variety of programmes including in-class support from an Inclusion Assistant.  In Year 7, students with a literacy difficulty may be invited to join our Lexia computer-based intervention group and additional support is provided for some students through withdrawal from lessons for help with literacy and/or numeracy.  Lively lunchtime games and homework clubs are also offered.  At Key Stage 4, students are offered a personalised programme that may involve a reduced number of GCSEs.
The school has 81 students on the SEN register who are at SEN K or have an EHCP. These students receive additional support according to their needs that includes mentoring, withdrawal from mainstream classes for literacy and numeracy intervention, KS4 revision/study groups and access to a games and homework clubs and in-class support from Teaching Assistants.   
Alongside other key staff, the SENCO plays a leading role in ensuring all aspects of the curriculum are accessible to students and in the Key Stage transitions that take place during a student’s school career.  They work to ensure that each student on the SEN register has the opportunity to make the maximum progress possible.
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
