Modern Languages Department

The languages department at Cramlington offers a vibrant and exciting place to learn and work. We are continuing to improve our curriculum which brings language learning into the 21st Century through the use of ICT, enquiry-based learning and learner-centred pedagogy.

The department consists of seven full-time staff and three part-time teachers. The department is well resourced and makes full use of our virtual learning environment, FROG, and uses several online platforms, for example Kerboodle and Languagenut. We have six classrooms in the Senior Learning Village all equipped with interactive whiteboards. There are, in addition, two dedicated classrooms in the Junior Learning Village equipped with 15 computers per room and laid out in an innovative style to promote collaborative learning.

All students learn French from Year 7 with an option to study Spanish too. We currently offer AQA GCSE French and Spanish. We offer both French and Spanish at A-level.

The department offers a number of opportunities to link up with schools around the world and organises educational visits abroad. This summer, there is an immersion trip to Northern France.

The department are also very interested in teaching and learning and dedicated CPD time is spent sharing good practice and discussing pedagogy and strategy.
