Dear Colleague

Thank you very much for your interest in this post, and we hope that the information provided encourages you to make a formal application. We can offer you the rare opportunity of working in a small, rural, vibrant school community, situated in a delightful part of Dorset close to the Jurassic Coast, a World Heritage site. 

The school was judged, once again, as Good by Ofsted in September 2017.
The popularity and examination success of Humanities has meant that we now require an additional full-time teacher to join us from September 2018. Therefore, we are keen to appoint a dynamic and forward thinking colleague who can teach Geography and Religious Studies at KS3, across the full ability range, and one of these to GCSE. 
There are currently 7 FTE teachers in the Humanities department, which is led by Mrs Sarah Walters. All students complete 3 hours of History and Geography and two hours of Religious Studies (RS) per fortnight in KS3, as well as one hour per fortnight of Life Studies. All students are entered for RS at GCSE, and taught PSE at KS4, whilst History and Geography are option subjects under the EBacc umbrella. 

Humanities is well resourced with new textbooks across all key stages and a range of ICT resources. All teachers have their own laptop, an interactive projector and easy access to computers. The department is based across 7 classrooms, including the very popular Psychology A Level. 6th Form teaching is shared with the Sir John Colfox Academy in nearby Bridport and staff from both sites work closely together on the planning and delivery of Sixth Form courses. Currently the AQA syllabus is taught for A Level Geography and OCR for Philosophy and Ethics. 
We are very keen to encourage learning outside the classroom where it develops greater understanding of real life situations. At the moment we run KS3 trips to Cheddar Gorge, Dorchester Museums, a local coastal study, Bovington Tank Museum and French Battlefields. GCSE and A Level field work utilises our local area as well as urban studies and curriculum need.
As we are part of the Exeter University PGCE programme and School Direct, you are likely to be involved with the reflective work of PGCE students. We look forward to working with someone who feels as strongly and passionately about the place of Humanities in education as we do.
