To work closely with staff within the Department and the Exams Officer in order to ensure that the requirements of exam specifications are met, that entry decisions are informed by accurate data, that internal and external examinations are administered effectively and that coursework and controlled assessments are marked and moderated.

20. To ensure that you work in line with all the Trust’s policies and procedures and to make yourself aware of the contents of these.
