Scholarship Programmes
At Cornwallis Academy we are really proud to offer a number of scholarships 
for students who demonstrate outstanding aptitude in Football, Dance and Art.

Football Scholarship
We offer a subsidised Football Scholarship, which includes weekly 
training sessions at Cornwallis Academy with Maidstone United 
UEFA Qualified Coaches;  regular fixtures, a place at the PDC 
(Player Development Centre) and a kit package. This will provide 
students with a 5-year progression plan with the opportunity to 
graduate into the Post-16 Football Academy.

Dance Scholarship
We offer a tailored dance curriculum with additional dance 
lessons each week taught in collaboration with Maidstone 
Dance Studios. Students will have the opportunity to 
work with professionals and will be exposed to a variety 
of genres focusing on both choreographic and technical 
skills, to ensure all scholars reach their full potential. 
Scholars will complete a Dance leadership qualification 
and will be provided with a Dance Uniform.

Art Scholarship
In the Cornwallis Art Department, we are ambitious for students who excel 
visually to have opportunities to be nurtured and supported. Students will work 
with specialist Art Teachers who will encourage them to try new things and 
stretch their abilities. The focussed workshops will provide students with the 
confidence and ability to express their ideas and prepare them for exceptional 
outcomes in GCSE, A Level and Higher Education.

Our events include a unique transition day full of engaging activities, two 
traditional induction days for students, as well as an information evening 
for parents. New parents and students are also invited to attend one-to-one 
meetings with the Senior Leadership Team to discuss their needs and interests.
