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The Science Faculty
Faculty Ethos
The department is aspirational in its belief that every child leaving Trinity School has achieved and wherever possible; exceeded their full potential in Science.  This ethos runs across KS4 and KS5 and is developed from their entrance into secondary Science at Year 7 through to Year 13.  Our belief is that by enthusing and inspiring our students now, we will continue their interest and enjoyment of Science into the future. Our science department is ranked in the top ten percent nationally for student progress – something that we have worked hard to achieve and are very proud of.
Accommodation 

The Science Faculty consists of 7 laboratories which are serviced by a fully equipped and well stocked Prep Room, which provides practical provision across all key stages at the highest level possible. We are very lucky to have a separate ICT suite which allows students to explore Science topics beyond the classroom.

Staff

The Science Department consists of teaching and technical staff who work together as a team to create a very strong work ethic. The 6 full-time and 2 part-time members of teaching staff deliver Science across all key stages, but teach their specialism where possible at KS4.   At KS5 all Science subjects are taught by specialists in their field. Technical provision is provided by trained technicians; one full-time and one part-time.
Curriculum

The KS3 curriculum follows the Hodder scheme and has been well received by our students who enjoy the many practicals we conduct over the course of the year.  At KS4 we follow the AQA syllabus for Combined Science.  We are very pleased to also offer Triple Science for our most able students.  Our numbers at KS5 are ever increasing. Biology follows the EdExcel pathway, for Chemistry and Physics – OCR and AQA respectively.  We have access to a very wide range of interactive resources which are fully differentiated both at KS3 and KS4.  

Our results this summer reflected the excellent teaching and learning that goes on in the Science Faculty.  Seventy-six percent of our students achieved 5-9 grades, with many earning the coveted 9-9.  For A level, Biology students achieved an ALPS grade of 4 and both Chemistry and Physics scored a 3 showing outstanding progress in these subjects.

Extra-Curricular Activities and Enrichment
We are very lucky to have a STEM (Science, Technology, Engineering and Maths) Coordinator on our team which has allowed us to include even more activities across all key stages throughout the school year.  Our STEM coordinator does a fantastic job inside and out of the school.  We also have a Talented Scientist Programme which caters to hand-picked students who represent our very best scientists.  Students work on practical assignments in this ‘club’ and are currently working toward their Crest Awards.
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
