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THE PE DEPARTMENT

The PE Department at Hazel Grove High School is a thriving department. Our main aim is
to deliver and promote high quality physical activity to all our students across Key Stage 3,
4 and 5 in order to develop and maintain healthy, active lifestyles and develop a passion
for sports. A range of physical activities are delivered through our curriculum and extra-
curricular programme.

These include: - Netball - Football - Badminton - Basketball - Dance - Frisbee - Cross
Country - Gymnastics - Rounders - Athletics - Lacrosse - Dodgeball - Rugby - Cricket -
Outdoor Adventurous Athletics and Trampolining.

Physical Education is taught to year 7 students for four hours per fortnight, year 8 and 9
three hours and at Key Stage 4 this is increasing to three hours per fortnight from
September. These hours are then enhanced through extra-curricular participation, in which
we have a very good uptake every day.

We have excellent sports facilities here at Hazel Grove including a brand new 3g Astro
Pitch, sports hall, netball, tennis and squash courts, gymnasium, fithess rooms and a large
grass playing field with three football pitches. The Recreation centre at HGHS have also
secured funding to build a state of the art fitness gym and changing room renovations
starting in January.

The PE department offer (OCR 2016) Physical Education to Year 9, 10 and 11 students as
well as OCR Cambridge Nationals in Sports Science. The uptake of these courses are high
and our aim in the future is to deliver a sports related course to all of our students at
HGHS. In addition to the GCSE courses, we offer OCR A Level Physical Education which
again is proving to be a popular choice for our students.

The department is a friendly, hardworking and highly motivated team that strive to engage
all students in physical activity and encourage success at all levels. The PE team reward
the participation of our students regularly with trips and competition evenings and we have
just organised our first Netball and Football to Spain in the summer term.
