- implement and deliver an appropriately broad, balanced, relevant and differentiated Art and
Photography curriculum for all pupils.

- provide a learning experience which gives all pupils the opportunity to achieve their individual
potential.

- monitor and support the overall progress and development of students as both a Classroom Teacher
and Form Tutor.

- engage with the wider school community, supporting and modelling the values and ethos of Lister
Community School at all times.

- share and support the school’s responsibility to provide and monitor opportunities for personal and
academic growth.

- abide by, and adhere to, all policies applicable to employees of both Lister Community School and
the Newham Community Learning Trust.

Main Duties & Responsibilities:

- assess, monitor, record and report on the learning needs, progress and achievements of assigned
pupils.

- participate in arrangements for preparing pupils for external examinations.

Whole school strategy, organisation and development

- contribute to the development, implementation and evaluation of the school’s policies, practices and
procedures in such a way as to support the school’s values and vision.

- work with others on curriculum and/or pupil development to secure co-ordinated outcomes.

Health, safety & discipline

- promote the safety and well-being of pupils.
- maintain good order and discipline among pupils.
