From the outset of this international development in 2011,
when Brighton College Abu Dhabi opened, our driving ambition
has been to ensure each new addition to our family of schools is
recognisably a Brighton College school.

Academic Life

Brighton College Vietnam has based their curriculum on that of Brighton College UK. With nearly
200 years of proven success, Brighton College Vietnam follows the English National Curriculum in
both the Prep and Senior Schools with unique additional subjects enhancing the premium
educational offering. Brighton College Vietnam follows this approach, providing a British

education with a global perspective, reflecting the locality. In Years 10 and 11, pupils study
IGCSEs, before going on to the International Baccalaureate Diploma Programme for Years 12
and 13.
